ARTIST RENATE BUSER TO CREATE SITE-SPECIFIC INSTALLATION AT

 11 11 LINCOLN ROAD

Public Piece Will Create New Visual Interpretation of Existing Structure At Western Entrance of Premiere Pedestrian Promenade

Miami Beach, Florida 11/11/2006 – Renate Buser, visual artist, announced plans today for a large-scale photographic installation on Lincoln Road.  Buser will use the existing structure at 11 11 Lincoln Road as both her canvas and inspiration to create the 11 11 Lincoln Road- Tower Piece.  Imagery of the façades of this building will be manipulated and used to create a new visual interpretation of the structure on its central tower.  The project was conceived in collaboration with the developers of 11 11 Lincoln Road.  It signifies the important visual changes that are coming to the area.

The building has two identical sides, one reflecting the other.  This symmetry will be visualized by putting two monumental photographs of the façade of the building on each side of the north west tower.  The idea is to open up the solidity of the building, to split it in half, with two photographic images and make it transparent.  This will create tension between the photographed spaces and the real space around it, between illusion and reality, and between the inside and the outside. When driving by in a car on Alton Road, the relation between photographed and real perspectives will constantly change.  Therefore the installation will be seen best in movement.

The façades are photographed with a view camera in different light situations on black and white negatives, which emphasizes structure and form. The photograph on the west side of the tower has a slight sun touch, while the photograph on the north side of the tower shows a more neutral light situation. The two photographs will be printed on a mesh vinyl banner 60 feet, 6 inches by 57 feet, 5 inches.  

“The piece will redefine South Beach’s premier promenade through an artistic study of physical architecture and structural reflection.  11 11 Lincoln Road-Tower Piece will create an entirely different cityscape on the Western entrance of Lincoln Road, celebrating new architectural perspectives and old.  It will provide a sense of transparency for this building, opening it up for examination and exploration,” said Buser.  “I see this project as both a new contribution to and reflection of Lincoln Road.”
The installation will be unveiled by the end of November 2006 and it will remain in place until the Spring of 2007 to coincide with the groundbreaking of 11 11 Lincoln Road – a creative destination designed by renowned Swiss architects Herzog & de Meuron.  11 11 Lincoln Road will provide an entirely new context for retail, residential, dining and parking experiences on the promenade.

About My Work  - Artist Statement:

Since I was in Montreal 10 years ago, architecture has been one of my favorite subjects. Architecture combines the built and the constructed with the unpredictible and the lively. Architecure shows, in an cultural development, social relations and gives form to structures of power.   What I am concerned about in my photographic work is perspective, eye level, the relation between man and architecture and between space and body. Size and scale are important factors in my work.  Photographic images of (mostly) architectural  photographs are put into a relation with a certain space.  I work outside, in public spaces, because the photographs are challenged in a different way than in white cube situation. My new work tends to be more “constructed.”  The perspectives move with the eye of the beholder.  I try to to create a tension between a photographic image and the space around it, between illusion and reality, and between the inside and the outside.
